NOTICE OF RACE
The Organizing Authority is the Alamitos Bay Yacht Club (ABYC) 7201 Ocean Blvd., Long Beach CA 90803.

1. RULES
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS).
2. LANGUAGE
The official language of this regatta will be English.

3. INSPECTION AND MEASUREMENT
3.1
Sails, blades and boats may be measured prior to racing, and may be spot checked at any time during the regatta.

3.2
Sail Registration Numbers and National Letters.  As per International Laser Class Association (ILCA) By-Law 1: Rules PART TWO 4. SAIL REGISTRATION NUMBERS, (f) National Letters, “National Letters shall be required at all…Regional Championships…” (i.e. North American Championships) and (g) RED RHOMBUS i. a.
4. BOATS AND EQUIPMENT
The Organizing Authority will provide a colored band to place on the mast between the vang fitting and the gooseneck.  The colors are: Green for Apprentice, Red for Masters, Blue for Grand Masters and Yellow for Great Grand Masters.

5. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 
5.1 
Competitors who are members of ILCA and who have reached the age indicated in the categories below by Friday, August 13, 2010 are eligible to compete.

Apprentice: 35-44 years of age

Master: 45-54 years of age

Grand Master: 55-64 years of age
Great Grand Master: 65+ years of age

5.2
Providing a minimum of 15 Radial entries are received by August 5, 2010, the Radial fleet shall be given a separate start and shall be scored separately from the Standard Rig fleet.  Otherwise, competitors shall sail as a single fleet with the Rig Switching Rule in effect (i.e., competitors may choose Standard, Radial or 4.7 rigs at their discretion, provided all rig changes are made on shore and all sails have the same number).

6. RISK 
It is the competitor’s decision to enter the regatta and to start or continue any race, (See RRS Rule 4 DECISION TO RACE).  The competitors are ultimately responsible for the risks.  The competitor will accept full responsibility for all his/her actions during any activity related to the event.  This includes on-shore activities before, during, and after the regatta.

Ten (10) races are scheduled for this event.  The number of races per fleet each day will be adjusted by the race committee to accommodate weather conditions.

No warning signal will be made after 1500 on the final day of the regatta.

8. ADVANCE REGISTRATION
Boats must register in advance On-Line at http://www.regattanetwork.com/ before August 11, 2010.  No Registrations will be accepted after August 11, 2010 11:59 PM PDT.
9. FEES
9.1
Registration Fee is $140.00 USD.  A late fee of $25.00 USD will be charged after August 5, 2010.  Eligible competitors may enter by completing an on-line entry and paying the entry fee, at the RegattaNetwork™ website: www.regattanetwork.com .  Entry Fees may be paid by major credit card.  If you experience any problems with on-line registration, contact Regatta Network at 866-987-2638 or go to their website, www.regattanetwork.com.
9.2 
The entry fee includes: a Regatta Shirt and water provided on the race course, Beer Keg Get-Together Friday after racing, dinner Saturday evening and refreshments after racing before the Trophy Presentation Sunday afternoon.  Additional Saturday night dinner tickets may be purchased for $12.00 each.
10. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

10.1 
Sailing Instructions will be available at Check-in & Competitor’s Briefing.

10.2 
Preliminary Sailing Instructions will be available on the ABYC website, www.abyc.org on or before August 5, 2010.
11. RACING AREA
The regatta will be sailed in the waters of San Pedro Bay off Long Beach, California.
12. SAFETY

Competitors are advised to wear personal flotation devices at all times while afloat.  The U.S. SAILING Prescription to Rule 40 is deleted.
13. SCORING
13.1. 
The Low Point Scoring System, Appendix A2, will be used except as modified below.
13.2. 
A minimum of three races must be completed to constitute a regatta.
13.3. 
There will be one throw-out when six (6) or more races are completed.  When ten (10) races are completed there will be two (2) throwouts.
13.4. 
The ILCA North American Master Handicap System will be in place.  The following points are added to each race to find the overall series winner: Apprentices - add 3 points - Masters - add 2 points - Grand Masters - add 1 point - Great Grand Masters - add 0 points.  The results are recalculated and the person with the lowest score wins, etc.
14. PRIZES
14.1.
Prizes will be given as follows:

14.2
For the Open fleet, awards will be given to: 1st Overall, 1st – 3rd for all age groups and 1st Female overall.  Number of trophies awarded will be based on number of entries per age group.
14.3.
If there is a separate Radial fleet, awards will be given to: 1st – 3rd Overall.  Number of trophies awarded will be based on number of entries per age group.

14.4.
Additional awards may be given depending on fleet size. 

15. COACH/SUPPORT BOATS

15.1. 
Coach/Support boats are allowed for this regatta.  The skipper of each coach/support boat must register with the Organizing Authority.
15.2. 
All coaches and support personnel are required to attend a meeting which will be held immediately following the Competitors’ Briefing.
15.3. 
All coach/support boats shall display an identification flag while on the water as directed by the Race Committee and return the flag at the conclusion of the regatta.  No flag, banner, pennant, signal or shape other than that supplied by the Organizing Authority shall be displayed.
15.4. 
Coach/ support boats must be prepared to render assistance to any boat in need and perform any other function requested of them by the Race Committee.
15.5. 
Unless otherwise directed by the Race Committee, no coach/support boat may be within one hundred (100) yards of the course boundaries nor have any communication with a competitor between the first warning signal for a race and the time that race is abandoned or the competitor has finished and is 100 yards outside the finishing line and course boundaries.  This changes Rule 41.
15.6. 
All coach/support boats must be equipped with their own VHF radios and be prepared to monitor a designated VHF channel if requested to do so by the Race Committee.
157. 
The penalty for failing to comply with these requirements will be applied to the appropriate competitors’ boats associated with the coach/support boat personnel at the discretion of the protest committee.  Additionally, upon receiving a report, the organizing authority may take other disciplinary action against

the registered coach and/or support personnel.

16. BERTHING
Boats shall be kept in the ABYC boatyard for the duration of the regatta.
17. HOSPITALITY
17.1 
The hospitality of ABYC is extended to all participants and guests.  The Galley will be open each day.  A regatta breakfast menu and bag lunches will be available.  A bar will be open at 1600.
